The primary objective will be, by that much, cultivating within future educators communicative competence or the capacity to
recognize and produce language that is not only correct but also appropriate for the situations in which it is used, in which they
will be the focus of their own learning For that purpose, the classes will be organized in such a way as to facilitate sociability,
interaction, increase of time dedicated to student performance/presentation, and real communication Also, time will be equally
dedicated to all facets of comprehension, in addition to spoken and written production of the language with greater emphasis on
production

To the extent in which the fulfillment of the previously stated objectives are determined by the need for exchange of language,
communication and integration and keeping in mind that the main objective of these teachings is effective communication in the
target language being studied, with equal parts oral and written form, the organization of the classes will operate with the intent
to meet communicative goals, searching at all times for theoretical-practice learning related to the specific abilities implied in the
communication process

With this in mind, the didactic organization of the classes will follow precisely a practical pattern, introducing content and
strategies of each linguistic aspect, guaranteeing the understanding of new concepts on the part of the students, giving rise to
the necessary practice for satisfactory consolidation of the acquired knowledge and, finally, producing a natural and practical
environment in which the students can make use of their knowledge independently, accurately and with fluency, as well as
being able to use the English language creatively

0. First and third year English subjects

Students enrolled in the first and third year English subjects ARE ENCOURAGED TO INFORM THEIR TUTORS SO THAT
THEY CAN RECEIVE BETTER GUIDANCE AND ADVICE.

1. Attending students

1.1 May/June exam

The evaluation will consist of the following two parts that will be eliminatory:

A) Part A (Theoretical-practical test) (40%). It will include:

-Grammar and vocabulary test: USE OF ENGLISH

-Oral comprehension test: LISTENING

-Reading comprehension test: READING

-Sentence reformulation test: REPHRASING

These four tests will be carried out together in the same time slot established for the exam.

B) Part B (Speaking test) (30%). It will consist of two parts: the first one will consists of personal and random questions related
to the topics, content, and readings covered in class. The second part will consist of an individual monologue on one of the
vocabulary topics. This test will be digitally recorded and will be held on a different day than the theoretical and practical exam.
C) Final written report (20%). It will consist of one writing assignment, a written text varying in type and style (i.e., letter, essay,
article, report). The completion date will be agreed upon on at the beginning of the academic year. It will be done in class during
a teaching session. It will help evaluate the appropriate use of the language and vocabulary acquired, grammatical and spelling

accuracy, punctuation, style and adecuacy of the written text, the contents, the originality, and organization of the ideas
expressed. This report is a class exercise, not an elimination exam.

D) Participation in class (10%). Active, voluntary and frequent participation in English in the language classroom is required to
receive the maximum grade. Merely attending the class without participating in conversations using the foreign language is not
sufficient in order to receive full marks for participation.

WARNING: Part A of the exam (theoretical-practical test) is passed with a mark equal to or higher than 2 out of 4 points, and
Part B (speaking test), with a mark equal to or higher than 1.5 out of 3 points. Failing either of these parts automatically results
in failing the entire course. Once Part A and Part B of the exam have been passed independently, the marks corresponding to
the final written report and participation in class will be added. The total sum of all these assessment instruments (A-D) must be
equal to or higher than 5 to pass the course.

MARKS FROM THE MAY/JUNE EXAM WILL NOT BE SAVED FOR FUTURE EXAMS.

1.2 June/July exam

This exam will follow the same terms as those established for the May/June exam described in section 1.1.
MARKS FROM THE JUNE/JULY EXAM WILL NOT BE SAVED FOR FUTURE EXAMS.

1.3 February 2026 exam

This exam will follow the same terms as those established in section 1.1. However, since the participation grade cannot be
taken into account, the percentages assigned to each of the remaining evaluation instruments will be as follows:

A) Part A (Theoretical-practical test) (40%)
B) Part B (Speaking test) (30%)
C) Final written report (30%)*

*As a matter of courtesy to the students, the theoretical-practical exam and the final written report will be carried out on the
same day.

2. Non-attending students

They will be subjected to the same evaluation system as that established for attending students, with the exception that the
score awarded to participation in class (10%) will not be taken into account; therefore, the maximum grade which can be
awarded in this case is 9. Both attending and non-attending students must adhere to the same conditions and deadline for
submitting the writings done in class. Furthermore, it is the students' responsibility to find out the date of the completion of these
writings and the final written report.
