2. Presentation

Gender, LGTBIQ+ and Communication Studies engages with contemporary theoretical debates at the intersection of gender
studies, queer theory, and social communication. The course critically examines the cultural production of discourses that reflect a
shift toward affect theory and the politics of emotion, queer audiovisual cultures, trans visuality, videopolitics, digital activism, and
gendered narrative forms.

Its central objective is to provide an in-depth exploration of post-global digital cultural discourses—including cinematic,
informational, and pedagogical domains—through both theoretical frameworks and applied methodologies. Conceived as a
"Laboratory of Visual Critique and Creative Research," the course facilitates the development of a robust theoretical foundation,
enabling students to integrate critical thinking with creative practice.

Moreover, the course aims to equip students with the analytical competencies and methodological tools necessary to navigate and
contribute to a rapidly evolving cultural and communicative landscape. Emphasis is placed on innovation and adaptability in media
production, research practices, and audiovisual creation.

A diverse range of case studies—spanning historical and contemporary contexts—will be analyzed, incorporating a broad corpus
of texts and audiovisual works. Particular attention will be given to the communicative strategies embedded in LGTBIQ+ cultural

histories, queer theoretical discourses, gender narratives, and memory studies.

The course adopts an interdisciplinary approach, foregrounding the intersections between visual studies and feminist/queer studies
in Spain, the United States, and Latin America.

12. Remarks

Regarding the Sustainable Development Goals Agenda 2030

Regarding the methodology:

Lectures in which a group of students present and explain to their classmates a previously prepared reading; audiovisual analysis
and debate on the materials viewed and read, led by the professor or a group of students with the aim of promoting student
expression and understanding; a round of interventions where students must give their opinions on the topics and issues raised in
the course.

Practical seminars where the student community will carry out the planned practices under supervision, debate, argue, and publicly
present their conclusions.

Face-to-face tutorials in which questions requested by students will be analyzed and discussed, paying special attention to
individual and collaborative group learning.

Regarding evaluation:

The course will follow a continuous assessment procedure based on each of the formative activities carried out by the student
community and their participation in the various teaching activities. The minimum content, evaluation criteria, and grading for
students who do not attend classes regularly will be identical to those for the rest of the group. They will have to submit the same
assignments and take the comprehensive exam. Each part of the final exam must be passed with at least 50% of the score in
order to pass the exam. It is the student's responsibility to attend tutorials and stay updated regarding the progress of the classes.
